5 Ways to Pray for Your Pastor

As a pastor, I someƟmes mistakenly think that those most in need of my prayers in the church are those
who have the most noƟceable spiritual or physical weaknesses. I would imagine that, if we are honest
with ourselves, we have all thought or said at some Ɵme or another something along the lines of, “So
and so is really going to need a lot of prayer.” On the one hand, it is enƟrely right that we acknowledge
that our brothers and sisters who have more noƟceable weaknesses have a great need for our prayers;
On the other hand, however, those to whom God has given the most giŌs and graces are also greatly in
need of our prayers. Contrary to what some might suppose, ministers of the Gospel desperately need
the prayers of the saints.
Pastors need the saints’ prayers because they are ever the object of the flaming arrows of the evil 
one.
In addiƟon, the world is eager to run them over at any opportunity. As one of my seminary professors
so illustraƟvely put it, “Ministers have a bull’s eye on their back and footprints up their chest.” Sadly,
this is even a reality for pastors within the context of the local church.
With so much opposiƟon and difficulty within and without, pastors constantly need the people of God
to be praying for them. The shepherd needs the prayers of the sheep as much as they need his prayers.
He also is one of Christ’s sheep, and is suscepƟble to the same weaknesses. While there are many
things one could pray for pastors, here are five straighƞorward Scriptural categories:
1. Pray for their spiritual protecƟon from the world, the flesh and the Devil.
Whether it was Moses’ sinful anger leading to his striking of the rock (Num. 20:7-12), David’s adultery
and murder (2 Sam. 11), or Simon Peter’s denial of the Lord (MaƩ. 26:69-75) and pracƟcal denial of
jusƟficaƟon by faith alone (Gal. 2:11-21), ministers are faced with the reality of the weakness of the
flesh, the assaults of the world and the rage of the devil. There have been a plethora of ministers who
have fallen into sinful pracƟces in the history of the church and so brought disgrace to the name of
Christ. Since Satan has ministers of the gospel (and their families) locked in his sight—and since God’s

honor is at stake in a heightened sense with any public ministry of the word, members of the church
should pray that their pastor and their pastor’s family would not fall prey to the world, the flesh, or
the Devil.
2. Pray for their deliverance from the physical aƩacks of the world and the Devil.
While under prison guard in Rome, the apostle Paul encouraged the believers in Philippi to pray for his
release when he wrote, “I know that this will turn out for my deliverance through your prayer and the
supply of the Spirit of Jesus Christ” (Phil. 1:19). (See also 2 Cor. 1:9-11). When Herod imprisoned
Simon Peter we learn that “constant prayer was offered to God for him by the church” (Acts 12:5).
AŌer an exodus-like deliverance from prison, Luke tells us that Peter showed up at the home where the
disciples were conƟnuing to pray for his deliverance. This is yet another example of the minister being
delivered from harm due, in part, to the prayers of the saints.
3. Pray for doors to be opened to them for the spread of the gospel.
In his leƩer to the Colossians Paul asked the church to be praying “that God would open to us a door
for the word, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in chains” (Col. 4:3). The success of
the spread of the gospel is dependant in part on the prayers of the people of God. In this way, the
church shares in the gospel ministry with the pastor. Though he is not the only one in the body who is
called to spread the word, he has a unique calling to “do the work of an evangelist.” The saints help
him fulfill this work by praying that the Lord would open doors “for the word, to speak the mystery
of Christ.”
4. Pray that they might have boldness and power to preach the gospel.
In addiƟon to praying for open doors for the ministry of the word, the people of God should pray that
ministers would have Spirit-wrought boldness. When wriƟng to the church in Ephesus, the apostle Paul
asked them to pray for him “that uƩerance may be given to me, that I may open my mouth boldly to
make known the mystery of the gospel” (Eph. 6:19). There is a well-known story of several college
students going to visit the Metropolitan Tabernacle in order to hear Charles Spurgeon preach. As the
story goes, Spurgeon met them at the door and offered to show them around. At one point he asked if
they wanted to see the church’s heater plant (boiler room). He took them downstairs where they saw
hundreds of people praying for God’s blessings on the service and on Spurgeon’s preaching. The
gathering of the people of God to pray for the ministry of the word is what he called “the heaƟng
plant!” Believers can help ministers by praying that they would be given boldness and power in
preaching the gospel.
5. Pray that they might have a spirit of wisdom and understanding.
One of the most pressing needs for a minister of the gospel is that he would be given the necessary
wisdom to counsel, to know when to confront, to mediate and to discern the parƟcular pastoral needs 
of  a congregaƟon. This is an all-encompassing and a recurring need. The minister is daily faced with
parƟcular challenges for which he desperately needs the wisdom of Christ. It is said of Jesus that “the
Spirit of wisdom and knowledge, and of counsel and might” was upon Him (Is. 11:2). The servants of
Christ need that same Spirit. Much harm is done to the church as a whole if the minister does not
proceed with the wisdom commensurate to the challenges with which he is faced. Those who benefit
from this wisdom can help the minister by calling down this divine blessing from heaven upon him.

FORMATION PRAYER

“Prayer changes things,” people say.  It also changes us.  The laƩer goal is the more imperaƟve.  The primary 
purpose of prayer is to bring us into such a life of communion with the Father that, by the power of the Spirit, 
we are increasingly conformed to the image of the Son.  This process of transformaƟon is the sole focus of 
FormaƟon Prayer.

None of us will keep up a life of prayer unless we are prepared to change.  We will either give it up or turn it 
into a liƩle system that maintains the form of godliness but denies the power of it – which is the same thing as 
giving it up.

In FormaƟon Prayer the issue of the way prayer changes the ingrained habit structures of our lives becomes the
center of our concern.  Crucial quesƟons must be addressed.  How does prayer of this sort enable us to throƩle 
egoism and shed the burden of self-importance?  In what way does it sƟmulate spiritual growth? What role 
does it play in producing in us the fruit of love, joy, peace, paƟence, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, 
gentleness, and self-control (Gal. 5:22)?

Dear Lord Jesus, in my beƩer moments I want nothing more than to be like you.  But there are other
moments … Help me to see how good conformity to your way really is.  In my seeking for you may I 
be found by you.  I love you, Lord.  --Amen

The Discipline of Meditation
Many ChrisƟans speak of having "quiet Ɵme." OŌen, they think of their "quiet Ɵme" as the Ɵme during which 
they do their Bible study or pracƟce intercessory prayer. Both of those are very good
things to do, but "furiously busy Ɵme" might be a beƩer descripƟon of those sessions than "quiet Ɵme."
In this exceedingly busy world, meditaƟon is oŌen just what our hearts need.

What is meditaƟon? Simply put, meditaƟon is contemplaƟon or reflecƟon. It is conƟnued thought on one 
maƩer. The adherents of some Eastern religions are famous for their meditaƟve pracƟces, and rightly so. These

folks have learned the value of quieƟng their minds and calming themselves. But unlike these forms of 
meditaƟon, ChrisƟan meditaƟon does not stop with the idea of detachment from the world. Instead, ChrisƟan 
meditaƟon is a tool for detaching from the confusion and noise of the world in order to aƩach fully and richly to
God. ChrisƟan meditaƟon is the pracƟce of stepping away from the noisiness of our someƟmes franƟc world, 
calming our minds, and developing an ability to hear the voice of God.

So how can we do that? Again, puƫng things very simply, we first choose to pracƟce. MeditaƟon may come 
quite naturally to some people. Those who have introverted personaliƟes, for instance, or those with an arƟsƟc 
bent may find meditaƟon a very easy discipline to pracƟce. Those of us who are more extroverted or more 
acƟon-oriented may find that we must force ourselves into a posiƟon of quiet calm. There's no magic way to 
meditate— you don't have to sit in a certain posiƟon, hold your hands any
parƟcular way, or have your eyes closed. You might meditate best siƫng under a tree, gazing out at the beauty 
of creaƟon. Or you might meditate best siƫng in a chair with your hands in your lap.

Perhaps the most helpful thing I've found is to choose something upon which to meditate. Each of us is unique, 
so each of us may benefit from meditaƟng upon different things. Perhaps a work of art may speak deeply to you
—a painƟng or a poem, for instance. Maybe a part of God’s creaƟon will inspire you most—say a leaf, a pine 
cone, or a sea shell. Anything on which we can fix our minds and in so doing shut out other sounds long enough
to focus upon God’s speaking to us is a good object for meditaƟon. For me, the very best thing is to meditate 
upon a passage of Scripture. Now, I don't mean to study a passage of Scripture, although that's an excellent 
thing to do. I mean to allow a passage
to speak to you deeply. Remember, Scripture is the Word of God, described as "living and acƟve" (Hebrews 
4:12). It's important to remember that God loves you passionately and completely, and allow his Word to 
communicate that love to you.

Here’s a personal example of how meditaƟon has helped me. As I menƟoned in the IntroducƟon, my family has 
faced real struggles with health over the past several years. My 14-year-old son had
open-heart surgery in April 2008. Then in February 2009 my husband had open-heart surgery. And then in April 
2011 my husband required a second open-heart surgery. Of course these surgeries took place right in the 
middle of our everyday, busy lives. At one point I was so stressed that I wished I could take a class in Ɵme 
management. There was so much to do, so many lists to be made and tasks to be carried out. How on earth 
was I ever going to get everything done?

Precisely at this Ɵme of intense acƟvity, I was advised to spend Ɵme meditaƟng on the psalms. At first I balked: 
how on earth was meditaƟng on the psalms supposed to help me get through my to-do list? To be honest, I was
frustrated at the very thought of it, a liƩle miffed that anyone should suggest that something that would take so
much Ɵme would be helpful to me right when I was busiest. I felt as though I could only afford to do the urgent 
tasks on my to-do list. But a trusted friend of mine knew beƩer. I knew him well enough to know that he’d been
through some extreme difficulƟes of his own, so I submiƩed to his wisdom and followed his advice. I meditated 
on the third psalm. 

He was right.
I needed calmness of heart and trust in the Lord more than I needed to get through my to-do list. And let me 
tell you, friends: in the surgical waiƟng room, these words—words that had become dear friends through the 
Ɵme we spent together—meant much more to me than any completed to-do list ever could have: "Thou, O 
Lord, are a shield about me; my glory, and the liŌer of my head" (Psalm 3:3, KJV).
“What happens in meditaƟon is that we create the emoƟonal and spiritual space which allows Christ to 
construct an inner sanctuary in the heart.”12 Jesus is the Master Builder. We don't have to design or construct 
the sanctuary; he does that work for us. We only have to give him the space to work.
